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images from this book that have really
stuck with me over the years came from
the last two stories in the collection —
“There Will Come Soft Rains” (the
automated house that survived the
atomic war, with the shadows of its
owners blasted into one of its walls) and
“The Million-Year Picnic” (the identify
of the new Martians).

One aspect of The Martian
Chronicles that I really enjoyed is
something that might be difficult for
other readers to handle — the sense of
“nostalgia.”  (No, I’m not referring to the
fact that this book came out the year I
was born!)  I guess I’d classify The
Martian Chronicles — and many of
Bradbury’s other works — as “nostalgic
F&SF.”  Yes, the stories in The Martian
Chronicles are definitely “science-fic-
tional” and “futuristic” (with rockets and
robots and space travel and aliens and
so on); but the attitudes and personal
beliefs and social constructs portrayed
in them very definitely reflect the times in
which they were written — that small-
town, rural, Midwestern world of the
1940’s and 1950’s (where Bradbury
himself had his roots) which is becoming
increasingly difficult for 21st-century
Americans to conceptualize.  As I read
these stories, I was struck with the fact
that Bradbury had, in effect, taken small-
town, mid-20th-century Americans, given
them rockets, and sent them to Mars.
Yes, the “dates” in the stories range

anywhere from 1999 to 2026, but I often
got the impression I was reading about
The Music Man or Mayberry RFD with a
Martian setting.  And it suddenly
dawned on me that I got the same feeling
from many of the other Bradbury F&SF
works that I enjoyed — Something
Wicked This Way Comes, The Illustrated
Man, The Halloween Tree, Dandelion
Wine,  From the Dust Returned — no, not
“anti-science” or “anti-technology,” but
F&SF themes and concepts as viewed
through the nostalgic lens of bygone
days.

Bradbury’s first professional
sale (to Super Science Stories) was in
1941, when he was about 21 years old.
His first published collection of short
stories (Dark Carnival) came in 1947;
and (as I said) The Martian Chronicles
came out in 1950.  I first read The Martian
Chronicles in about 1965 — and I’m glad
to have re-read them now, when I can
appreciate them all the more.  Thanks
again, LaVaughn!

First of all, my thanks to
LaVaughn for this book, which I received
during this year’s “Annual LSF Blind
Book Exchange” at the January LSF
meeting.  (And my thanks to Peter & Rob
for helping me participate in absentia.
At the time, I was actually somewhere in
the southern end of the Shenandoah
Valley, well on my way toward a three-
week teaching assignment in Beckley,
WV.  But I digress; back to Bradbury...)
When I opened the package upon my
return from West Virginia, I was
delighted.  I’d actually read The Martian
Chronicles already — about 40 years
ago! — and I had fond (albeit vague)
memories of the book.  I’m also a big fan
of Bradbury, having recently read such
collections as Dandelion Wine, The
Illustrated Man, and The Golden Apples
of the Sun.  I was looking forward to see
how The Martian Chronicles would
affect me now that I’m a more (ahem)
“mature” reader.

Let me quickly state that I
found The Martian Chronicles as
enjoyable as all Bradbury’s other collec-
tions of “classic” short fiction.  And,
believe me, this is “classic” fare.  The
collection itself was first published by
Doubleday back in 1950, but a number of
the stories had previously appeared in
various pulp magazines during the late
1940’s.  Yes, a lot of the “science” is
dated — or outdated — but, as Bradbury
writes stories that emphasize “ideas”
and “emotions” and “messages,” his
stories don’t have an expiration date.
Besides, there’s that Bradbury flair, that
Bradbury style, his use of the language,
that make his F&SF such a continuing
delight to read.

Some of the stories (such as
“The Earth Men” and “The Third
Expedition”), with their serio-comic story-
lines and last-minute ironic twists, would
fit quite nicely as episodes of The
Twilight Zone.  I found “Usher II” fas-
cinating because it foreshadows
Bradbury’s later (1953) novel Fahren-
heit 451.  Surprisingly, some of the

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On Feb. 13, Andreas Katsulas
died of lung cancer in Los Angeles, his
longtime home.  He was 59.  Katsulas was
a character actor, perhaps best known to
SF fans as G’Kar, the Narn Ambassador,
on Babylon 5.  He was also no stranger
to Star Trek fans; he played the Romulan
Commander Tomalak in several ST:TNG
episodes; and his last Trek appearance
was as a Vissian captain in an episode of
Enterprise.

Katsulas was born in St. Louis,
MO and held a master’s degree in theater
from Indiana University.  Before turning
to the big screen and television, he was
involved with Peter Brook’s Interna-
tional Theatre Company for 15 years,

performing around the world with a
challenging combination of improvisa-
tional theatre in every imaginable circum-
stance and space.  He moved to Los
Angeles permanently in 1986, and his
film career took off with roles in Michael
Cimino’s The Sicilian (1987), Ridley
Scott’s Someone to Watch Over Me
(1987), and Blake Edward’s Sunset
(1988).  He also found scores of other
television and film parts, everything from
Alien Nation and Max Headroom to the
big-screen version of The Fugitive
(1993), in which he played the infamous
“one-armed man.”  It was in 1993 that he
became involved with Babylon 5.

The New Face (and Body)
of Aquaman

Yes, indeed, this (see above)
looks to be the new face (and body!) of
Aquaman – six-foot-two, 28-year-old
actor William Toale.  It has been an-
nounced that Toale is slated to play the
lead role of Arthur “A.C.” Curry in the
pilot for the new Aquaman TV series.
He was selected from over 400 candi-
dates by the new show’s producers
Alfred Gough and Miles Millar (cre-
ators of the series Smallville).  Previ-
ously, Toale has worked on the soap
opera Guiding Light and the made-for-
TV movie Tempting Adam.

Note: The “A.C.” Curry char-
acter was portrayed in a recent episode
of Smallville by model Alan Ritchson
(see below).  Apparently, Ritchson got
a lot of acclaim for his body but little-to-
none for his acting.

The Aquaman pilot is sched-
uled to begin filming this month, pos-
sibly in Miami.
