Author Madeleine L’Engle,
whose novel “A Wrinkle in Time" has
captivated generationsof school children
and adults since the 1960s, died Septem-

ber 6, 2007 atanursinghomeinLitchfield,
CT. Shewas88.

The Newbery Medal winner
wrote morethan 60 books, including fan-
tasies, poetry and memoairs, often high-
lighting spiritual themesandher Christian
faith.

Although L’ Englewasoftenla
beled achildren’ sauthor, shedislikedthat
classification. Ina1993 Associated Press
interview, shesaid shedidnot writedown
to children.

“A Wrinklein Time” — which
L’Englesaid wasrejected repeatedly be-
foreitfoundapublisherin1962—wonthe
American Library Association’'s 1963
Newbery Medal for best American
children’ sbook. Her “A Ring of Endless
Light” was a Newbery Honor Book, or
medal runner-up, in1981. In2004, Presi-
dent Bush awarded her a National Hu-
manitiesMedal .

“Wrinkle” tellsthestory of ado-
lescent Meg Murry, her genius little
brother Charles Wallace, and their battle
against evil as they search across the
universefor their missing father, ascien-
tist.

The brother and sister, helped
by a young neighbor, Calvin, and some
supernatural spirits, must pass through a
timetrave corridor (the*wrinkleintime”)

RIP Robert Jordan
(adapted from an articleon Y ahoo!)

Author Robert Jordan, whose
“Wheel of Time” seriesof fantasy novels
soldmillionsof copies, died September 16,

2007 of arare blood disease. Hewas 58.

Jordan, whose real name was
JamesOliver Rigney Jr.,diedat theMedi-
cal University of South Carolinaof com-
plicationsfrom primary amyloidosiswith
cardiomyopathy, his personal assistant,
MariaSimons, said.

He wrote atrilogy of historical
novels set in Charleston under the pen
name Reagan O’ Neal inthe early 1980s.
Then he turned his attention to fantasy
andthefirst volumein hisWhedl of Time
epic, “The Eye of the World,” was pub-
lished in 1990 under the name Robert
Jordan.

Jordan’s books tells of Rand
a’ Thor, who is destined to become the
championwhowill battleultimateevilina
mythical land.

Book11,“Knifeof Dreams,” came
outin2005; therewasasoaprequel,“New
Spring: The Novel,” in 2004. The other
titles in the series include “The Great
Hunt,” “Lordof Chaos,” and“ ThePath of
Daggers.” Jordan wasworking onal12th
volume at the time of his death, Simons
said. Heis survived by hiswife, Harriet

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Robert Heinlein’s Online Archive
adapted froman articleby LisaM. Krieger, Mercury News

The complete archive of re-
nowned American science-fiction writer
Robert Heinlein will be made available
online, thanks to an unusual partnership
of theUniversity of California-SantaCruz
andtheHeinlein Prize Trust.

Heinlein, who
livedinSantaCruzfortwo
decades, was one of the
grand mastersof sciencefic-
tion [Ed. note: That isapoint of
debate by some members of LSF].
He became a pop icon in the 1960s
with the publication of “ Stranger In A
Strange Land,” one of the most success-
ful science-fictionnovel sever published.
Hediedin1988.

The entire contents of the Rob-
ert A. and Virginia Heinlein Archive -
housed in the UC-Santa Cruz Library’s
Special Collectionssince 1968 - havebeen
scanned in an effort to preserve the con-
tentsdigitally whilemakingthecollection
easily availableto both academicsandthe
general public. The digitization project

wasthebrainchild of Art Dula, director of
theHeinleinPrize Trust.

Thefirst collection released in-
cludes 106,000 pages, consisting of
Heinlein’ scompl etemanuscripts-includ-
ingfilesof all hispublished works, notes,
research, early drafts and edits of manu-
scripts. The documents offer a win-
dowintoHeinlein’ scregativepro-
cess and provide back-
groundand contextfor

hiswork.
\ Other collec-
\\ tions soon to be
added to the online
archive will feature Robert and Virginia
Heinlein's business and personal corre-
spondence, scrapbooks, photo albums,
and unpublished works, including com-
munications with Heinlein's editor and
agent.
